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A total of 18 million has been invested in the customer service centre, which covers an area of 16.5 ha.

Where Customers
are in Good Hands

The largest Polish service centre to date for trucks and semi-trailers has now opened

in Strykéw. In total, more than 18 million was invested into the joint project of Die-

sel Truck, the local Mercedes-Benz service branch and EWT Truck & Trailer — the main
Schmitz Cargobull agency in Poland. With more than 2,300 semi-trailers sold (January to
September 2011) EWT has achieved a market share of 28% in Poland.

I n 2007, the project work started
in Strykow for the combination
of a dealer salon and service cen-
tre for commercial vehicles, which
is so far unique in Poland. In May,
the area measuring 16.5 hectares
was handed over to take up its
intended purpose. The new joint
project deals first and foremost
with customer service and sales
for transporters, trucks, buses/
coaches and Unimogs made by
Mercedes-Benz, as well as semi-
trailers from Schmitz Cargobull.
Currently 73 employees work in all
areas of the customer service cen-
tre in Strykéw — in the final comple-
tion phase this figure is expected
to increase to 125. To this end, the
service and repair section of EWT
is to be extended to include an as-
sembly plant for CKD (Completely
Knocked Down) trailers. The main
items to be produced at this facility
are S.CS or S.PR curtainsiders and
platform semi-trailers — which are
to be delivered as partial kits from
Schmitz Cargobull’'s manufacturing
plant in Altenberge and assembled
in Strykéw.

The modern property, which is in
the middle of Poland at the motor-
way interchange of the A1 and A2,
has almost 700 parking spaces. The
sales rooms of the salon are on the
first floor. On the ground floor are

the customer service offices and
a waiting area for customers. The
two-storey warehouse, with a floor
area of nearly 1,500 square me-
ters, is home to more than 12,000
spare part items including all popu-
lar spare parts for Mercedes-Benz
commercial vehicles, as well as
Schmitz Cargobull trailers, semi-
trailers and bodies. Spare parts
are delivered twice a day to ensure
that any downtime is kept to an ab-
solute minimum. In the workshop

The French logistics company Geodis is one of the top bu-
sinesses in Europe. The consolidated group of companies
consists of 120 branches worldwide and has a workforce
of 30,000. Within the internationally active group, Geodis
BM has specialised in the field of road transport. The field
of activity ranges from the European-wide handling of part
and full loads to an express service and special transport.

As a road transport service pro-
vider for a logistics company
that operates worldwide, Geodis BM
has mainly made a name for itself
as a reliable partner of large trading
firms. The company employs 4,300
people in the transport sector alone
and operates 1,800 of its own semi-
trailer tractors and 3,300 trailers —
including 840 tanker semi-trailers.

You have to Exceed Your

A huge area, buildings all in a straight line, warehouses, loa-
ding ramps, workshops, offices and car parks over a

25 hectare site right next to the busy RN 185 trunk road. That
is the first visible sign of the success of STG - three letters
that stand for more than 60 years of history of the transport
of goods by road, for a success story initiated by Remy Gau-

tier which is still continuing.

H owever, for this it must be pos-
sible to gain an advantage oc-
casionally in a remorseless world, in
which the regulations for the opera-
tion of a transport company — and re-
frigerated transport in particular — are
very complex.

The wish of STG is to make life
easier for its customers through
the integration of innovative solu-
tions. And this was without doubt
the reason why, specifically at STG
in France, the first Schmitz Cargo-
bull SKO City semi-trailer contain-
ers are in use. “We were searching
for productivity. So | went to the IAA
in Hanover to meet the people from
Schmitz Cargobull. They presented
the SKO City to me and | was con-
vinced that it was something we
should test,” remembers Jean-Yves
Gautier, the director of the firm,
who manages the STG
Group together

with his brother Antoine. When the
transport is organised, the use of
motor vehicle bodies or semi-trailers
depends on the requirements of the
delivery.

At the same time, STG will be
testing motor vehicle bodies for 24
pallets with 6 x 2 steered axles for
certain customers which are located
in town centres or on the periphery
of large conurbations and purchase
large quantities of goods. Some-
times an entire truck is sent to a sin-
gle address. However, the conven-
tional semi-trailers with 33 pallets are
sometimes too large. The SKO City is
therefore a good compromise. These

o
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semi-trailer containers are already
in use in Germany and Scandinavia
in versions with 24 to 33 pallets. At
STG the aim was to select the best
compromise depending on the work
that was to be performed. “We have
been working together with Schmitz
Cargobull for a long time on the de-
velopment of the equipment for our
semi-trailers. This manufacturer real-
ly is willing to listen to us,” Jean-Yves
Gautier is pleased to report.

At STG, the first three Schmitz
Cargobull SKO City vehicles with two
temperature zones will now be on the
road with official approval through-
out the major regions. With 27 pal-
lets they can accommodate a larger
cargo than a motor vehicle body,
although they have outstanding ma-
noeuvrability thanks to the second
steered rear axle. One additional ad-
vantage in comparison to the motor
vehicle body is that the trailer can be
uncoupled and the tractor used else-
where, providing greater flexibility
during operations. In the near future
there might well be one or two such
semi-trailer containers available for
each logistics platform. This is a pos-
sible option for the future for STG,
for a company where local transport

makes up 60% of its work.

Carrier Transicold is the supplier of the
Vector 1850 City temperature control
system, which is installed under the
frame and - thanks to its insulated die-

sel motor — also complies with the 60
dB(A) noise limit. Geodis BM deploys
the two semi-trailers in the metropoli-
tan area of Metz. According to the lat-
est information, the logistics company
is very satisfied with the vehicles up
to now. As the shipping agent, Carre-
four agreed to assume the additional
costs for the use of the noise-opti-
mised trailers. “Geodis is a company
which places great emphasis on en-
vironmental friendliness,” stresses
Stéphane Baudel. “In 2008 we set up
a program called ‘Blue Attitude’ as a
long-term strategy to determine how
we can minimise noise and pollutant
emissions!” (an)

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TYRE PRESSURE CONTROL SYSTEM

Under Pressure

The transport industry is suffering from massive cost
increases. An easy way to optimise tyre wear - and thereby
fuel costs - is tyre pressure control.

hile in Europe talk is often
about tyre widths, load-
bearing capacities and the proper-
ties of certain makes of car tyres,
the theme of truck tyres has by no
means taken on the importance
it deserves in Europe’s vehicle
fleets!
Losses running into millions are
caused annually by breakdowns
and rising fuel costs because ve-

consists of six wheel modules and
an optical display unit mounted on
the trailer or in the vehicle. In ad-
dition, the pressure data recorded
can be fed into an existing Cargo-
bull Telematics (CBT) System.
This means that the vehicle fleet
manager also has the opportunity
to check the tyres “online”. Corre-
sponding threshold values can be
stored in the CBT. This provides

hicles are driven with the wrong —
mostly too low — air pressures.

Consumption due to rolling re-
sistance increases linearly with the
driving speed. Driving more slowly
therefore means saving fuel. Alter-
natively, tyres with reduced rolling
resistance cut diesel consumption
by up to five per cent — but may
display greater levels of wear and
tear in mixed traffic. However, an
important criterion for wear and
tear and rolling resistance behav-
iour is the correct pressure. One
bar less pressure on the entire
truck and trailer combination in-
creases the fuel costs by around
four to seven per cent!

the materials planning depart-
ment, or vehicle fleet manage-
ment, with a warning message if
the pressures exceed or fall below
critical values — thereby helping to
reduce costs if the driver fails to
notice the fault himself.

The tyre pressure control sys-
tem can also be quickly retrofit-
ted to existing trailers as it is not
necessary to remove the wheels.
The system works via a connec-
tion on the valve and therefore can
operate without the usual sensors
attached within the tyre to the rim.
Due to this design, no reconfigura-
tion is necessary when tyres have
to be changed. Therefore the pres-
sure control device contributes to
an increase in the tyre service life,
a reduction in unscheduled off-
road times, but above all, reduced
fuel consumption.

A new roof spoiler on the rear end of the trailer reduces an-
noying negative pressure zones and helps to save fuel.

real problem zone on the truck is

the rear area. The air flow results
in a negative pressure zone. Simi-
lar to the manner in which negative
pressure on an aeroplane wing keeps
a jet in the air, it hinders the truck
in its forward movement. Until now,
relatively complicated attempts have
been made to eliminate this nega-
tive pressure zone with underbody
panels, diffusers or fold-out spoil-
ers. Although such solutions have
brought advantages in terms of fuel
consumption, they have proven to be
difficult, not permanent or consider-
ably too expensive.

Schmitz Cargobull now offers a
simple, practicable and low-price
solution to effectively eliminate the
problem. “System Drag Reduc-
tion” is the name of the rear spoiler
which can be installed on the S.CS,
S.KO etc. The spoiler takes up the

air flowing from the roof and guides
it to the negative pressure area be-
hind the rear — with the result that
this area is significantly reduced.
Moreover, the fuel-consuming tur-
bulence is also diminished. Current
driving tests carried out by the en-
gineers from the Schmitz Cargobull
Validation Center document fuel
savings of 3.3 per cent compared
to a trailer without SDR. This results
in a fuel reduction of about 1 litre
per 100 km, which — with an aver-
age distance covered of 130,000
km per year — is equivalent to a re-
duction in fuel costs of more than
€1,600 or 3,430 kg of CO,. Besides
lower operating costs and better
environmental behaviour, driving in
the rain is also safer because sig-
nificantly less water spray is able to
impair visibility.
